L.A.’s Actor’s Gang theatre then produced the world premiere and the cast went on to open it at the Union Square Theatre in New York in March 2001.
In between the howls of laughter, Bat Boy the Musical tackles American prejudice, the fierceness of modern religion, genetic engineering, and lots more. Part Little Shop of Horrors, part Les Misérables, part Dracula, this is a masterpiece of issue-strewn, big-hearted, comic horror.
